Locatedjust 1.5 miles southeast of the Roclﬁioli ‘\/ineyardJ Buena Tierra
is heavilg influenced }33 the Russian Kiver which, over the years has
meandered over the land which is now the vincgard. Despitc the well
draining sandg clag loam soil, the vineyard is sclectivelg irrigatccl in order to
maintain and hold the vines without invigorating,. The vineyard is crop
thinned three times during the growing season evcntua”g Proclucing % tons

PCF acre.

Tlﬂc grapes were hand Pickecl and sorted in the car]9 morning. Gravitg
Feeding into small, open-top tanks after a gcntle crushing allowed for the
full exPression of the variety and terroir. A three«iag cold soak Prior to
the onset of fermentation gave greater depth of fruit and richness. The
tanks were Punched down 53 hand four times per dag &uring the seven~c]ag
fermentation. The wine was kePt on the skins an additional seven dags for
tannin integration then gently Pressed into 50% new small Burgunclian
barrels and aged without rackimg.

Classic Finot Noir aromas of rose Petal, dark cherry and berries. Mouth
feel is soft and vclvctg with si]kg tannins that Proclucc an e]cgant and

lengthg finish.
